@ NOTE: The password can be 2-8 digits long and with a combination of buttons
from 0-6.

1. Input current PIN [ factory default 0 0 0 0] and press m buttton.
2. Input the new PIN number followed by the [;] button.

3. Input new PIN again and press the |sg| button.

NOTE: If the pin is different from step 2, the keypad will emit a long error beep
and you have to re-start from step 1.

@ NOTE: If the Keypad emits 2 beeps, your pin has been successfully changed.
